
Este congreso conmemora el aniversario de La muerte hace goo anos de La reina 

Urraca de Leon-Castilla (nacida 1079/80, r. 1109-1126), investigando cuestiones 

sobre el ejercicio de poder y su traduccion material. Se centra en Los gobernantes 

cuyos reinados durante el primer cuarto del siglo XII fueron estrictamente 

contemporaneos al de Urraca, a fin de entender el gobierno de La reina dentro de 

su contexto. Junto con Las fuentes textuales, en el punto de mira son Las obras de 

arte y cultura material que se puedan asociar con La gobernanza a principios del 

siglo XII, incluyendo monedas, sellos, textiles, manuscritos, objetos de orfebrerfa, 

escultura, arquitectura, etc. Se da especial relevancia a Los objetos y textos que 

demuestren intercambio cultural o redes de contacto de Larga distancia como 

elementos de La construccion de pod er y de autoridad en Los albores del siglo XI I. 

A traves del analisis de Los gobernantes y La manifestacion de su capacidad para 

gobernar del horizonte vital de Urraca, se arrojara Luz sob re el amplio contexto de 

su reinado. 

This conference marks the go0
th 

anniversary of the death of Queen Urraca of 

Leon-Castile (born 1079/80, r. 1109-1126) by investigating issues of ruling power 

and its material display. We call attention to rulers whose reigns were strictly 

contemporary to Urraca's in the first quarter of the twelfth century, in order to 

understand how her rule played out in its day, not in hindsight. Along with written 

sources, the spotlight is on the artworks and material culture that can be 

associated with early twelfth-century rulership, including coins, seals, textiles, 

manuscripts, metalworks, sculptures, buildings, etc. Of particular interest are the 

objects and texts that demonstrate cross-cultural or Long-distance networks as 

elements of the construction of power and authority in the early twelfth century. 

This examination of rulers and the display of rulership from Urraca's Lifetime will 

clarify the Larger framework of her reign.
